National Insurance Co. Ltd. having its Registered Office at 3, Middleton St., Kolkata-71, Kolkata
Regional Office-II at 8, India Exchange Place, 6™ Floor, Kolkata —01, Divisional Office — XXII, at 8,
India Exchange Place, Gr. Floor, Kolkata-01 (hereinafter referred to as NICL) of one part and
KO*KATA POLICE having its Head Quarters at Lalbazar, Kolkata —700001 of the 2" part.

Preamble: Whereas, National Insurance Co. Ltd. had offered to renew the “Kolkata Police Group
Meaclaim and Personal Accident Policy” on the following revised terms and conditions.

I All employees under the pay roll of Kolkata Police are to be brought under the ambit of this
GROUP MEDICLAIM POLICY..

2!. The Policy will be on “Named basis” and will be effective from 16/08/2016 and valid up to

i the midnight of 15/08/2017.. '

3 Subject to the terms, conditions, exclusions and definitions contained herein or endorsed or

| otherwise expressed hereon, if during the period of continuation of this Group Mediclaim

Policy, any insured person contact any disease or suffer from any illness or sustain any bodily

& injury through accident and if such disease/illness/injury shall require any such insured person,
upon the advice of a duly qualified Physician/Medical Specialist/Medical Practioner/Surgeon,
§ require to incur hospitalization expenses for medical /surgical treatment at any Nursing
Home/Hospital in India, NICL will pay to the insured person the amount of such expenses as
i would fall under different heads mentioned herein after, but not exceeding the sum insured for

the person in any one period of insurance.
§ However no cost of domiciliary treatment shall be covered.
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“HOSPITAL/NURSHING HOME” means any institution in India established for indoor care
and treatment of sickness and injuries and which has been registered either as a hospital or
Nursing Home with the local authorities and is under the supervision of a registered and
qualified Medical Practioner AND should comply with minimum criteria as under :

i) it should have at least 15 in patient beds;
i) fully equipped operation theatre of its own wherever surgical operations are carried
out;
iii) fully qualified nursing staff under its employment round the clock;
iv) fully qualified doctor(s) should be in-charge round the clock.
(N.B. In ‘C’ class towns condition of number of beds be reduced to 10)

The term “HOSPITAL/NURSING HOME” shall not include an establishment which is a place
of rest, a place for the aged, a place for drug-addicts or place of alcoholics, a hotel or a similar
place.

“SURGICAL OPERATION” means manual and/or operative procedures for correction of
deformities or defects, repair of injuries, diagnosis and cure of disease, relief of suffering and
prolongation of life.

DAY CARE: Expenses on hospitalization for minimum period of 24 hours are admissible.
However this time limit is not applied to specific treatments i.e. Dialysis, Chemotherapy,
Radiotherapy, Eye Surgery, Dental Surgery, Lithotripsy (Kidney Stone Removal),
Tonsillectomy taken in the Hospital/ Nursing Home and the insured is discharged on the same
day, the treatment will be considered to be taken under Hospitalization Benefit. Continuous
Ambulatory Peritoneal dialysis (CAPD) is not under coverage.

«ANY ONE ILLNESS” will be deemed to mean continuous period of illness and it includes
relapse within 45 days from the date of last consultation with the Hospital/Nursing Home
where treatment may have been taken. Occurrence of same illness after a lapse of 45 days as
stated above will be considered as fresh illness for the purpose of this policy.

‘MEDICAL PRACTIONER’ means a person who holds a degree/diploma of a recognized
institution and is registered by Medical Council of respective State of India. The term Medical
Practioner would include Physician, Specialist and Surgeon.

‘QUALIFIED NURSE’ means a person who holds a certificate of a recognized Nursing
Council and who is employed on recommendations of the attending Medical Practioner.

FAMILY : The maximum family size available under the scheme is 1+5 i.e. Self (Primary
member) + Spouse + 2 dependant children (OR Dependant brother and sister) + Parents (in
laws will not be covered)
